Isaac was born on October 7, 
2008 at Shady Grove Adventist Hospital in Rock-
ville, Maryland. Though he lived for just sixteen 
minutes, Isaac’s life has impacted thousands of 
people.

Lay Me Down to Sleep, a non-profit organiza-
tion of professional photographers whose mis-
sion  is to introduce remembrance photography 
to parents suffering the loss of a baby with the 
gift of professional portraiture.  The soft, gentle 
heirloom photographs of these beautiful babies 
are an important part of the healing process.
